From the Heart by Fr. Fasnacht

The world we live in is broken. Because of the fall of Adam and Eve, we are all
living in a world poisoned by sin. The fruit of the fall is evil, sin, concupiscence, violence,
pain and death. On top of this we live in a very rich nation where many people seek
comfort, pleasure and their own will above doing God’s will. As a sinner, I too do that
myself too much.

The result of all this is that a great deal of people in our culture and our world are
miserable a fair amount of the time. If God is not truly the top priority in the life of any
human person, that person will be miserable. So how do people deal with the pain of their
empty and restless hearts? Many seek diversions or choose to become indifferent to God.

Some choose to face the problem by seeking help and answers from God. One
thing that helps a lot is to ask yourself and articulate your resistance to God. We all have
some areas of common resistance to God. Some areas of our heart that we find difficult to
let go and hand over to God. For example, | was feeling some emptiness and restlessness
in my soul last night. | was tired and wanted to watch tv. But as | watched tv the
emptiness got worse because I was not being fed with what I truly needed: God’s love in
prayer. So | went up to the chapel to pray. | had resisted God and so the Lord wanted to
talk about that resistance and fill me with his love. Once | was able to articulate why | was
resisting God, the restlessness slowly left and | was at peace. What we need far more than
anything else in life is God.

“All you who are thirsty, come to the water! You who have no money, come,
buy grain and eat; Come, buy grain without money, wine and milk without cost!
Why spend your money for what is not bread; your wages for what does not
satisfy? Only listen to me, and you shall eat well, you shall delight in rich fare.

Pay attention and come to me; listen, that you may have life.” Is 55:1-3
