“Come to me, all you who labor and are burdened, and I will give
you rest. Take my yoke upon you and learn from me, for | am meek and
humble of heart; and you will find rest for yourselves. For my yoke is easy,
and my burden /ight.” Mt 11:28-30

As human beings living in this culture it is so easy for us to get swept
up in a busy and chaotic lifestyle. Along with this we put other things above
God. I do at least. All this leads to stress, spiritual desolation and emptiness.
What is the remedy? Seek and do God’s will and reject our own will. As our
Lord tells us, “Whoever wishes to come after me must deny himself, take up
his cross, and follow me.” Mt 16:24

In my own life I notice that when | am beginning to wander away
from the Lord and do my own will, my soul will send me a warning sign:
painful emptiness, restlessness and temptation to sin increases (see St.
Ignatius, Spiritual Exercises). When those signs appear | know what | need
to do: repent of my rebellion to God and then pray and seek God’s will. As
soon as I begin to seek to know and do God’s will, peace begins to enter into
my heart. Peace comes because we are designed to serve and love God. When
we are serving ourselves and doing our own will we are going to be miserable
because we were not made to be God.
